We have met many wonderful animals this month and seen a lot of interesting cases, including a cat that was rescued and imported from Vietnam and a wonderful litter of Hungarian Vizsla  puppies that were born in the practice.

The trickiest surgery Rob had to do this month was on Ern a 6 year old male cat.

Ern’s owner brought him in with a deep cut to the back of a paw that she rightly thought needed stitching however deeper investigation showed that both the superficial and deep flexor tendons had been severed. 
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Ern had been cut by something very sharp and Rob had a difficult time repairing the tendons so Ern could use his paw normally. He is now back home again and being spoilt rotten! He is making a good recovery and should regain full use of his paw.

Have you ever considered having your pet microchipped?
This is now a widely used method of permanent identification. It cannot be tampered with and once done it lasts a lifetime. If your pet goes missing anyone who picks it up can have it identified and quickly on its way back to you.

The microchip itself is about the size of a grain of rice, encased in a special capsule, designed to sit comfortably under your pet’s skin. The implantation is quick and simple – just like an ordinary injection under the loose skin at the back of the neck. More than 2.3 million animals in the U.K. currently have a microchip implanted.
Most vets, animal charities and local authorities have microchip readers that can read the chips 15-digit code. This identifies your pet on a secure database which is accessible 24 hours a day, 365 days a year. If your pet is found you’ll receive a call and be reunited as soon as possible.
The cot to implant and register a microchip is just £20.

With Easter upon us we just wanted to caution you that dogs and some cats find chocolate very tasty, but too much can be fatal. Apart from the obvious high calories contributing to obesity and the high sugar content predisposing to tooth decay, chocolate contains a chemical called theobromine which is potentially lethal to dogs and cats.

Signs of chocolate poisoning include increased urine production, diarrhoea, vomiting, lethargy, depression, muscle tremors and death. It’s best to keep chocolate out of reach or your pets this Easter, and if you’re worried your pet has eaten chocolate give us a call. 

If you can’t resist giving your pet an Easter treat we are selling some special dog Easter Eggs made with carob rather than chocolate which are 100% safe.

Over Easter we will be open as normal on Saturday 15th April from 9am until 5pm but on Good Friday, Easter Sunday and Easter Monday there will be no routine appointments, emergency service only, so if you have any concerns please book in for a check up before the Easter break.
We hope you all have a very Happy Easter.

Finally, we’d just like to remind you that we are open 7 days a week for your convenience. You can arrange to have routine ops such as neutering and dentals on Saturday so you are at home with your pet over the weekend and we also have routine appointments available on Sundays at no extra cost.
